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Structure, Governance and Management 
 
Constitution 
 
The TAMESIDE AND GLOSSOP BRANCH was established in 1899 and is an unincorporated 
charitable association and a branch of (and thus dependent upon) the Royal Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.  The RSPCA was incorporated by the Royal Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act 1932 (as amended) and is governed by that Act and by the 
rules of the Society.  These rules accord with rule XI of the Society’s Rules and are approved by 
the Council. The Branch is constituted under the RSPCA Rules for Branches (amended and 
approved on 26 September 2002 and brought into force with effect from 1st January 2003). 
 

Recruitment and Appointment of Management Committee 
 
Trustees are elected annually at the Annual General Meeting and drawn from individuals who have 
been members of the branch for at least 3 months.   
 

Management Committee Induction and Training 
 
Training is provided by the National Society of the RSPCA. 
 

Risk Management 
 
The Management Committee is to conduct a review of the major risks to which the charity is 
exposed. Where appropriate, systems or procedures will be established to mitigate the risks the 
charity faces. 
 

Organisational Structure 
 
All major decisions are made by the trustees at monthly meetings. 
 

Related Parties 
 
The charity is guided by the national policy of the RSPCA. The charity purchases goods for resale 
and medicines from the national body. 
 

Objectives and Activities 
 
Objects: to “promote kindness and to prevent or suppress cruelty to animals” with particular 
reference to the area of benefit i.e. Tameside and Glossop. 
 
 

Public Benefit 
 
The branch makes grants, in the form of veterinary vouchers (Welfare Neutering and Treatment 
Schemes), to pet owners residing in the branch area and experiencing financial hardship, who 
would otherwise be unable to afford veterinary help for their animals.  Thus alleviating the worry 
this creates amongst socially and/or financially isolated individuals who are dependent on the 
companionship their animals bring. 
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Achievements and Performance  
 
During 2007 the branch has continued its work to improve the welfare of local animals, especially 
those brought into branch care by RSPCA Inspectors.  This year saw a large increase in the 
number of animals accepted and successfully re-homed . The costs incurred by the branch in 
caring for these often abused and cruelly treated animals has meant that we have had to 
concentrate more than ever on fundraising in order to meet our increased boarding and associated 
veterinary fees.  Once again we have been able to meet all our outgoings but this has only been 
made possible through the combined efforts of our fundraising teams in Glossop and Tameside.  A 
huge debt of thanks is owed by the branch to those members who regularly turn out to help at 
collections and other events.   Our Dog Shows provide some light relief in our fundraising calendar 
and are enjoyed by all who take part.   
 
Our dog walkers and cat socialisers continue to be welcomed at MyPetStop where we privately 
board animals waiting for their new homes.  This extra contact with caring people helps to bring out 
the best in those cats and dogs with the most troubled pasts, building their confidence and 
enabling them to settle well into their new homes. 
 
The branch would like to take this opportunity to thank the Dogs Trust for the financial help they 
have given through our joint neutering scheme.  This has meant that we have been able to provide 
free neutering for 29 dogs at risk in the area.  Additionally, I would like to extend the branch’s 
thanks to all the local veterinary surgeons who so generously allowed discounts to the branch and 
who accept branch vouchers to help local animal owners experiencing financial hardship to access 
private veterinary care.  The RSPCA’s Greater Manchester Animal Hospital and Bury, Oldham and 
District Branch, have gone out of their way to help this branch’s animals in need of veterinary 
treatment and neutering during the year and we are greatly indebted to them. 
 
Finally, the branch would like to thank all our individual donors, private businesses, supermarkets 
and their very generous customers, staff at MyPetStop who care for our animals so well, market 
managers and the local press who have generously supported our fundraising events, appeals for 
new homes and publicity drives.  Without your continued support the branch could not have helped 
so many local animals during the 108 years we have been operating in Tameside and Glossop. 
 

Investment Policy 
 
There are no restrictions on the charity’s power to invest. The investment strategy is set by the 
Trustees for a period of 3 years and takes into account recent demand for funds. This strategy is 
set within an overall policy which states that funds in excess of short term needs will be invested in 
low risk investments with a view to ensuring capital appreciation of the fund at a reasonable market 
rate. The unrestricted and restricted funds may be invested in any type of investment but ethical 
investment should be of primary consideration.  In the year under review, in order to break-even, 
the charity required an income of £55,313 and a low risk strategy was implemented. Income 
exceeded this target by £12,317 
 

Reserves Policy 
 
It is the policy of the charity to maintain unrestricted funds, which are the free reserves of the 
charity, at a level, which equates to approximately 12 months unrestricted expenditure. This 
provides sufficient funds for support costs to cover the boarding costs of animals brought into the 
branch for re-homing by RSPCA Inspectors, applications from people on low income for financial 
help to meet assisted veterinary neutering costs or emergency assisted veterinary treatment costs 
for their animals and to cover our management and administration costs. 
 
Plans for Future Periods:  
 
The charity plans to continue its activities in line with its objectives. 
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Responsibilities of the Trustees 
 
Law applicable to charities in England & Wales requires the trustees to prepare financial 
statements for each financial year, which give a true and fair view of the charity’s financial 
activities during the year and of its financial position at the end of the year. In preparing 
those financial statements, the trustees are required to: 
 

• Select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently; 

• Make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; 

• State whether applicable accounting standards and statements of 
recommended practice have been followed, subject to any departure 
disclosed and explained in the financial statements; 

• Prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is 
inappropriate to presume that the charity will continue in operation. 

 
The trustees are responsible for keeping accounting records which disclose with 
reasonable accuracy at any time the financial position of the charity and which enable 
them to ensure that the financial statements comply with Charities Act 1993. They are also 
responsible for safeguarding the assets of the charity and hence for taking reasonable 
steps for the prevention and detection of fraud and other irregularities.

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Report of the Independent Examiner to the Trustees of

I report on the accounts of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2007, which are set out on 
pages 6 to 12. 

 
         Respective responsibilities of trustees and examiner 

 
The charity’s trustees are responsible for the preparation of the accounts. The charity’s trustees 
consider that an audit is not required for this year (under section 43(2) of the Charities Act 1993

Basis of independent examiner’s report

1.   Accounting Policies 
 

Basis of preparation 
 

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, 
as modified by the inclusion of investments at market value, and in accordance 
with the Financial Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities (effective June 2002). In 
preparing the financial statements, the charity follows best practice as laid down in 
the Statement of Recommended Practice “Accounting and Reporting by Charities” 
issued in March 2005. 

 
Incoming resources 

Donations, legacies and similar incoming resources – These are included in the 
Statement of Financial Activities (SOFA) when: 
 

• The charity becomes entitled to the donation, legacy or similar income and 
any conditions for receipt are met; 

• The trustees are reasonably certain they will receive it; and 
• The trustees are reasonably certain that the value can be reliably measured. 

 
Tax reclaims on donations and gifts – Incoming resources from tax claims are 
included on the SOFA at the same time as the gift to which they relate. 
 
Investment income  - This and any associated tax credits are included in the 
accounts when receivable. 

 
Expenditure and liabilities 

Generally liabilities are recognised as soon as there is a legal or constructive 
obligation committing the charity to the expenditure. 

 
Tangible fixed assets for use by the charity and depreciation 

Tangible fixed assets for use by the charity are stated at cost less depreciation. 
 

Deprecation is provided at the following annual rate in order to write off the cost of 
each asset over its estimated useful life. 

 
Equipment  25% on reducing balance basis 

 
Investments  

Investments are stated at market value at the balance sheet date. The SOFA 
includes the net gains and losses arising on revaluation. 

 
Stocks 

Stocks consist of purchased goods for resale. Stocks are valued at the lower of cost 
or net realisable value. Items donated for resale are not included in the accounts 
until they are sold.
